Important Information About Our Class

P.A.W.S ~ Positive Attitudes at Weston School 
You and your child can expect me to develop, along with the members of our class, a positive classroom community that will help them grow and learn to become responsible citizens.  I expect each child to come to school each day prepared to do their best and to show respect and kindness to others.  We will follow these rules to help promote positive attitudes at Weston School:
· Be Respectful
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~ to the people and property at our school

~ be a friend and be kind to all
· Be Responsible 

~ be where you belong

~ take care of your school and 

   your classroom
~ come to school ready to learn

· Be Productive
~ be a hard worker – always strive to do your best!

~ work during work time so you can play during play time.
· Be Safe
~ for our Mind, our Body, and our Heart

If students are not showing the above behaviors, the procedure will be as follows:
· 1st Consequence: 1st Verbal Warning/Reminder

· 2nd Consequence: 2nd Verbal Warning/Reminder

· 3rd Consequence: Recovery time in a special area in the classroom until the child is ready to rejoin the group/class.  

· 4th Consequence: Recovery time in the classroom and meeting at recess with Mrs. Wochinski to discuss behavior and find a solution; I will write a note in the Bee Folder.  

· 5th Consequence: Sent to a supervised Recovery Room until the child is ready to rejoin the group/class; I will write a note in the Bee Folder.
· Ultimate Consequence: Sent to the Principal’s Office.  

I understand that Kindergarten is a crucial learning time in a child’s life.  There will be times of excitement and times of hard work along the way, and it may lead to students not wanting to or simply unable to do the activities.  That’s expected and we are prepared to handle those situations.  The consequences mentioned above are for those students who need constant reminders about how we should behave in school to make it a great place for all to learn and grow.  

At Weston school, we feel positive attitudes and behaviors should be reinforced and used as examples for others to follow.  Students caught being Respectful, Responsible, Productive, and Safe will be given a PAWS slip and entered into a school wide drawing by grade level for that week.  
Bee Folder 

Bee Folders help keep us organized and assist with communication between home and school.  Bee stands for Bring Everything Every day.  The pockets of the Bee Folder are labeled “Keep at Home” and “Back to School”.  Please address the materials in those pockets accordingly.  There is also a center pocket for important information such as money, notes, book orders, etc... 
Throughout the year, your child will also be bringing home books that he/she made.  Reading together is so essential and I encourage you to spend some time with your child every night to read those books to him/her.  Even if there are no books sent home, reading to them daily introduces vocabulary, sound, fluency, and expression.  These are the elements that help children become wonderful readers in Kindergarten.
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Reading Folder
Your child’s reading folder will contain a daily reading log, ABC chart, Star Sight Words list, and plastic pocket for guided reading books.  Please read with your child daily and record the books you have read on their reading log.  When your child begins bringing guided reading books home, they are to read the books to you and then return them the next day so another child can take them home.  If a book is lost, the cost is around $5.00 depending on the book’s title.  Please do not put library books in the pocket for guided reading books. 
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Snack/Milk Break 

You are welcome to send a healthy snack (crackers, fruit cup, fresh fruit, yogurt -(frozen go-gurt tubes work well), granola bars, pretzels, vegetables, etc.) with your child to school each day.  There is no refrigerator for students to use to keep snacks chilled until snack time. Snacks that are discouraged are:  candy, potato chips, cookies, and cake.  Please keep in mind, students who choose not to bring a healthy snack, or forget their snack at home, will not be provided with an alternate snack at school.  
Students will also have the opportunity to purchase milk for milk break.  If you choose to not have your child purchase milk, they may bring in an alternate drink (no soda) or water bottle.  I am unable to provide students with cups or utensils for their snacks.  Please plan accordingly. (
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Birthdays 

Birthdays are very special!!  Your child is welcome to bring a treat to share with the class on or around their birthday.  If you send something that needs to be “served,” please include plates, forks, and serving utensils.  Families are also welcome to join their child to share their special birthday treat!  NOTE:  If your child’s birthday is in the summer, we will celebrate their birthday towards the end of the school year.  

Star Student
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Each child in the classroom will have the opportunity to be our Star Student.  Your child will be assigned a special day during the school year where he/she will be able to bring in special items and pictures to share with the class.  I will send home a note attached to our classroom’s Star Student information packet, when it is your child’s turn!  On their special day, parents and family members are invited to come in and meet the class, read a story to the class, and help your child share their special information.  If there is a conflict with when your child is to be the Star Student, please let me know so we can arrange things differently!
Note: Some families choose to send a special treat to share with the class.  This is optional.

Book Orders

I will send Scholastic Book Orders home with your child from time to time.  Ordering books is completely optional.  If you chose to order, you may do so online at www.scholastic.com using our classroom code:  H44NF, you may send cash, or a check for the exact amount made out to SCHOLASTIC BOOKS.  All money and completed order forms should be placed in a sealed envelope, marked with your child’s name on it.  Ordering allows our class to earn points towards free books for our classroom library!  Last year, our Kindergarten class earned approximately $185 in free books for our classroom library due to student orders!!  More information on ordering will come home with the first book order of the school year.  
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Box Tops

 Please help us collect box tops for our class!  For every 10 box tops turned in, we earn $1.00 for our school.  The possibilities are endless for what can be bought to enhance our school with that money!  Box tops can be turned in individually or taped onto a sheet of paper.  Our PTO holds various contests throughout the year and rewards the class and/or student with the most box tops turned in.  Be sure to ask neighbors, grandparents, etc. to save the box tops as well!
